Reading
Your child will read regularly in school but we do expect every child to
read for at least 20 minutes everyday at home and for their readin
record to be signed by an adult stating how well your child has read.
You could also include any words they found fricky and need more
practise with.

We are continuing to follow the Read Write Inc programme for
teaching phonics and reading. This means your child will read the same
book for three days before it is changed. The first read is o become
familiar with the text, the second read is to build fluency and the
third read is to build comprehension skills and talk about the text.

Please ensure your child brings their book bag and reading log (Monkey
Book) every day.
